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4.6 The bottom right portion of the OSD gives the status of the user login and setting.

USER --- There are two types of user levels: SUPERVISOR and USER. The default is
SUPERVISOR. SUPERVISOR can setup and change the OSD settings at Main Menu. USER
can only do the port switch and port search.

SCAN TIME --- This is the time interval for auto-scan function. When auto-scan function is
activated, the KVM switch will auto-scan the host port one by one in the interval as setting.
Notice that the port without connecting to a computer/server will be skipped over on the scan.
The numeric keypad is not supported. while in OSD screen, the arrow keys. PgUp. PgDn. and
Enter keys are supported.

4.7 By going into the menu, you will receive a new list of functions.
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4.8 The language selection allows you to choose the desired display language for reference.

4.9 The port name edit allow you to assign naming to each of the port connected to better
recognize and categorize based on your needs.
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4.10 The port search allows you to find by the name which you have assign to a port. This is
especially useful when you have multiple banks of ports. By searching a wildcard *, it will
return all port names.

4,11 The user security menu allows you to assign 1 supervisor and up to 8 users. User nhame
and password are assigned here.

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Press the Enter key or left button of mouse for editing. The left-top ~“S™ means SUPERVISOR. and
*17,727, 737, L 87 mean USERSs. The maximum length of NAME and PASSWORD is eight
characters (A~Z and 0~9).

Press Enter key to start the editing. After the editing, press Esc key to cancel the editing without
any change or press Enter key to save the setting.

HINT1: Blank has underscore, while SPACE doesn't have.

HINT2: Hit any alphanumeric key so can move to next input item. SPACE is treated as a valid
character

HINT3: Atdefault, all USER's username = SPACE and password = SPACE. but they are
invisible, so anyone can use SPACE SPACE to log in.

4.12 The access list allows you to assign user right to each port. Only the supervisor can
configure the access list. Use the Enter key to toggle the port right, where O means enable
and X means disable.

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5.0 KVM Hot Key Operation (980/990 Model Only)

5.1 Hot key can be provides convenient short cut to access functions similar to the OSD menu.
You can have a full command of the KVM switch through a simple sequence of key. To
access, you must press the hotkey (default Caps Lock) twice within 2 seconds.
*980P/990P hotkey default is Scroll Lock. You will hear a beep sound confirming activation,
then pressing another command key to submit. If you do not press any command key 2
second afterward it will escape back to normal mode.

6.0 Screen Display Adjustment

6.1 Press the control button to setup screen brightness/contrast and other adjustments for display
accordingly.

6.2 Adjust LCD OSD to match the display to your video board via the OSD button located on right
side of the LCD panel. Press the MENU button to bring the on screen menu out and then
follow instructions. Press the UP/DOWN button to scroll through the menu and press the
SELECT button to enter the selected item. And UP/DOWN button to adjust value as
necessary.
